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Welcome to Spanish level 2!  This year will be both exciting and challenging as you continue your studies of the Spanish language and culture. You will continue to build upon what you already know and have many new and irreplaceable experiences along the way. There will be conversations, skits and even games. There will be even more opportunities to read and write in Spanish and show off everything you know.  There will be many opportunities to speak Spanish, so remember don’t be afraid to make mistakes! In order to ensure your participation and success in Spanish class, each student is expected to follow certain class procedures and requirements:

Foreign Language Department Requirements:

I. Notebook:


A. One three ring binder & a Spanish-English dictionary.


B. Subdivisions: class work, homework, tests and quizzes.


C. Bring your notebook and textbook (when required) to class daily.


D. All class notes are to be kept in order with a heading for each day.

E. All homework’s are to be kept separately in their own section.  Each sheet should have a heading and a date. 

II. Homework:

A. Homework will be assigned regularly and is due the following day unless otherwise instructed.


B. Homework will be checked daily.

C. There will be penalties imposed for late and missing homework assignments. If you are absent you must make up the homework in a timely manner.

D. Homework assignments will be considered in the evaluation of your report card grades as a grade.

E. The study part of your homework is also important.

III: Attendance:


A. You are required to attend class every day.

B. All rules for attendance, cutting, lateness and passes are in the Student Guide you have received.  You are responsible for knowing these rules and following them. One warning for lateness will be given; continual lateness will result in detention with the teacher.

IV: Class work:

A. This will include: (a) participation (this includes being on task, participating in class discussions, and working well with others) (b) attentiveness; (c) in-class assignments; (d) class behavior; (e) group work. 

B. Students are to be seated in assigned seats when the late bell rings with Spanish textbooks and notebooks on the desk ready to start!
C. Students are to begin the assignment quietly on the board (Hagan Ahora) as soon as the late bell rings. 

D. Students must raise their hands to be recognized. 

E. Students are expected to follow directions the first time they are given. 

F. Students are expected to respect one another and the teacher.

G. Cooperation in all class activities and procedures is necessary and expected.

H. Food, drinks and hats are not permitted in class.

V: Grades:

Your grades will be determined from the following requisites:

A) Homework (1x)

B) Tests (2x) and quizzes (1x) 

C) Class work and participation. (1x)

D) Projects (1x)

E) Language Resource projects (to be completed outside of class). (1x) 

Your teacher’s judgment of your performance in class will also be reflected in your grade.
